 Phase 2 — Pilot Projects (2008-2009)

— Panama City (adopted October 2008)

— Polk County (adopted June 2009)

— Manatee County (adopted August 2009)
— Nassau County*

— Hillsborough County*

— Sarasota County*

 Phase 3 — Education (2009-2010)

— PDRP Guidebook for local planners (early 2010)

e Recommended content
