• Adaptation to climate change now 
emerging

• Sea level rise
• Storms and temperature
• Hydrology

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• All 470+ counties and municipalities must adopt 

comprehensive plans

• Comprehensive plans must be consistent with state law, 
state comprehensive plan and strategic regional policy 
plans

• Comprehensive plans must be coordinated with plans of 
adjacent jurisdictions and the MPO Plan 

• Comprehensive plans are to include a future land use 
element and transportation element that are coordinated 
and consistent

• Comprehensive plans are legally binding on development 
and include a schedule of capital improvements

� Modal Plans: Rail, Ports, Airports

� MPO Long and Short Range Plans

� DOT Work Plans

HB 697 Rule Development

• Rule Format
– Data and analysis
– Goals, objectives and policies
– Future Conditions Maps

• Rule also addresses SB 360
– Land use and transportation strategies

• Draft Rule on Department’s website
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� Identifies areas where State Ordered 
Transportation Concurrency is Removed

� Requires Land Use and Transportation 
Strategies for these areas within two years

� Requires Report on Mobility Fee 
Methodologies
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…within 2 years after areas 
becomes exempt, adopt into its 
comprehensive plan land use and 
transportation strategies that 
support and fund mobility within the 
exception area, including alternative 
forms of transportation 
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DCA and DOT to provide Mobility 
Fee Report to Legislature by
December, 1, 2009

� Provide for Mobility Needs
� Ensure Development provides Mitigation in 

approximate proportionality to its impacts
� Fairly Distribute the Fee
� Promote compact, mixed-use, and energy-efficient 

development
� Economic Analysis, Costs and Benefits
� Implementation
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� 26 MPO Plans to be updated in next 3 Years
� 2035 Planning Time Period
� Must meet Federal Law
� Must meet State Law

� Encouraged to consider Strategies that
integrate Transportation and Land Use
Planning to provide for Sustainable Development and reduce 
Greenhouse Gas Emissions

� LRTP must be considered in the development of the transportation
elements in local Comprehensive Plans

� HB 5013 [2009] Economic Energy District Pilot Project

� City of Miami Beach and Sarasota County

� Target particular areas for special planning treatment based 
on assessment of VMT

� Seek to balance land uses and improve alternative modes of 
travel

� Emphasize energy efficiency and alternative energy in 
development design

� Market the area for “green jobs”
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� Plan based on on multi-modal levels of service 
standards in lieu of traditional automobile LOS

� Priority on pedestrian, bicycle, and transit modes

� Land use and community design features are key to 
success

o Small block sizes
o Mixture of land uses
o High densities and intensities
o Pedestrian/bicycle facilities
o Access to transit
o Traffic calming
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� Implementation of HB 697, SB 360 and MPO Updates

� Identify Uniform Measurement and Baseline Data for the 
Local Governments / MPO’s / Regions

� Local Creativity / Planning Opportunities / Regional 
Coordination
