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POSITION ON 2005 LEGISLATIVE ISSUES & THEMES 
Regional Planning:  FAPA supports efforts that promote enhanced regional planning provided those efforts are inclusive of Regional Planning Councils.  FAPA supports efforts that give more authority to Florida’s Regional Planning Councils along with the funding necessary to support any new duties and responsibilities.  
Century Commission:  FAPA supports the proposal for a Century Commission.

Visioning:  FAPA supports efforts that promote visioning at the state, regional and local levels, as well as inclusion of a mechanism for the periodic review of those visions.

Concurrency:  FAPA supports proposals to revise Florida’s concurrency laws provided they assure accountability and a dedicated, recurring source of funding.  FAPA opposes changes to Concurrency Exception Areas.

Infrastructure:  FAPA supports efforts at the state and local level to fund infrastructure backlogs.

Local Government Decision-Making:  FAPA opposes any efforts by the state to preempt local government decision-making.  

Local Government Certification Program:  FAPA supports efforts to revise the Local Government Certification Program to promote its use provided a mechanism is in place for periodic review of local governments in the program.  

Impact Fees:  FAPA supports the current impact fee structure.  

Rural Land Stewardship Program:  FAPA supports changes to the Rural Land Stewardship Program that promote increased participation in keeping with the principles of the program.

Developments of Regional Impact (DRIs):  FAPA supports the use of alternatives to the DRI program in keeping with its intended purpose.  FAPA opposes exemptions to the DRI program that eliminate or weaken regional reviews and intergovernmental coordination.  FAPA opposes changes to the thresholds without an analysis that justifies the change.  

Agricultural Economic Development:  While FAPA supports the stated intent of the Agricultural Economic Development legislation, FAPA opposes the provisions regarding the size of the enclaves due to planning concerns such as the potential for urban sprawl and premature conversion of agricultural lands.  FAPA also opposes the provisions that preempt local government decision making authority with regard to regulating land use.  
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
