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What is the "Century Commission for a Sustainable Florida?"

Established by the 2005 Florida Legislature, the FCC is a 15 member commission, created as "a standing body to help the citizens of this state envision and plan their collective future with an eye towards both 25-year and 50-year horizons."

Who is on the FCC?

5 members are appointed by the Governor, 5 by the President of the Senate, and 5 by the Speaker of the House.  One member shall be designated by the Governor as chair of the commission.

The membership must represent local governments, school boards, developers and homebuilders, the business community, the agricultural community, the environmental community, and other appropriate stakeholders.

What will the FCC do?
The Legislature set forth 6 specific duties for the FCC, which are generally described below:

1. annually conduct a process through which the commission envisions the future for the state and then develops policies, plans, actions steps, or strategies to assist in achieving that vision.

2. continuously review and consider statutory and regulatory provisions, government processes and societal and economic trends in its inquiry of how state, regional, and local governments and entities, and citizens can best accommodate population growth while maintaining our natural, historical, cultural, and manmade qualities of life.

3. bring together people representing varied interests to develop that shared image of the state.  The process should consider emerging trends and issues, create a vision for the future, and develop a strategic plan to achieve that vision using 25-year intermediate planning time frames.

4. focus on "essential state interests," defined as those interests that transcend local or regional boundaries and are most appropriately conserved, protected, and promoted at the state level.

5. serve as an objective, nonpartisan repository of the exemplary community-building ideas, and as a source to recommend strategies and practices to assist others in working collaboratively to problem solve on issues relating to growth management.
6. annually, beginning in January, 2007, provide to the Governor, President and Speaker a written report containing specific recommendations for addressing growth management in the state, including legislative and executive recommendations.  
The report shall contain discussions regarding the need for intergovernmental cooperation and the balancing of environmental protection and future development AND recommendations regarding dedicated sources of funding for sewer facilities, water supply and quality, transportation facilities not adequately addressed by the Strategic Intermodal System, and educational infrastructure to support existing development and projected population growth.

Beginning with the 2007 Regular Session of the Legislature, the Senate President of the Senate and House Speaker shall create a joint select committee the task of which will be to review the findings and recommendations of the FCC.

How will the FCC be run?

The Secretary of the Department of Community Affairs shall select an executive director of the FCC and DCA shall provide staff and other resources necessary to accomplish the goals of the FCC.
All agencies under the Governor's control are directed, and all other agencies are requested, to render assistance to, and cooperate with, the FCC.
